I think I saw my first ever midwest osprey 
near a nest box that an eagle scout erected about 8 
years ago that other birds seem to use for perches and 
that's about it.  There are two swan pairs on a nearby 
pothole. 
 
I love to see the goings on of the world around me.  My 
grandma took us for walks in the woods (probably to 
wear us kids out) and my conditioning rides are just that 
except that at a faster pace.  She would point out 
flowers and birds and things on trees.  We'd look for 
unique rocks and stones and talk about what it must 
have been like before our German ancestors disrupted 
the life of the Native Americans living in the area. 
 
These conditioning rides also give us a chance to see 
little things in our horses without the distraction of the 
goal of finishing a ride at a decent pace.  We can go fast, 
we can go slow, we can we can work on keeping our 
horse straight or curving around our inside leg.  We can 
enjoy the day and the sights around us.

Musings from The Timer’s Table 
 
Once again I am amazed at the total amounts of 
knowledge that are shared so willingly at the 
Timer’s Table.  I hope that many of you who find 
yourself with some time on our hands while 
crewing or managing or vetting will seek out the 
place at which the timer has established 
him/herself and hunker down for some good 
healthy conversation.  Bring your own chair!! 
While I was waiting for riders to come in I mosied 
over to the ‘Timer’s Table’ at the last ride and 
was completely confounded by the major 
questions of the day.   
“How does a robin know where the worm is?  It 
just hops along, stops, cocks its head then pecks 
the ground and many times extracts a worm 
from the soil.  You see, now there’s an 
astounding question.  One that really can call for 
some concerted ‘musing’. 
This timer did a fine job of timing and was 
always ready when riders came in.  He had a 
pop-up tent over him and he held all the cards 
for the riders.  That way they are always in 
perfect condition for the veterinarian to score on-
-even put them in a little sandwich bag for the 
rider so they wouldn’t get wet when sloshing of 
the horse occurred.  This timer expounded on 
the fact that he could tell when riders were 
coming because he could see dust rising high 
above the trail.  . 
We discussed riders of the present and 
past.  Mostly of the past.  One of the riders we all 
miss these days, or at least some of the old 
riders do, is Carl Harms.  Carl sometimes comes 
to crew for his wife, Roberta, but not too 

often.  Carl has taken up the sport of Cowboy 
Shooting.  He attends contests where he shoots 
his western style revolvers and rifles at various 
targets and is scored on how accurate he is.  But 
Carl used to ride all the time -- he did 100’s 
regularly.  He was always willing to lend a hand 
to help out and also to give advice to someone 
that he thought could us a good word.  I met him 
on the trail when I was on the Colorama hundred 
in ‘95 and he just said “Ride just to finish this 
loop.  Don’t even think about how much total ride 
there is left to do.  Just do it loop by loop.  That 
way it won’t overcome you”.  Good advice that I 
use still to this day. 
Then there was someone nick-named ‘Lady 
Gaga’.  Obviously a female - rode novice for a 
short period of time in Wisconsin and Illinois - 
very flamboyant to say the least and rode a little 
quarter horse.  She no longer competes.   
By the way, the second day at the Timer’s Table 
was a little more hectic because it had rained 
through the night and rider’s dust couldn’t be 
seen.  The timer was under a little more 
pressure to be always more observant and be 
ready with cards for the riders. 
Another question came out of the blue then, just 
before the first rider of the 50 came in -- ‘What is 
the sound of one hand clapping?’ 
A useful tidbit from the Timer’s Table rolled up 
and presented itself as we discussed traveling 
across the nation with horses.  HorseTrip.com is 
a very good website to use to help plan your 
trip.  It gives places to stay all across the US 
while on the road and when you want to stop 
and do some visiting or sightseeing or when one 
has reached their destination. 
By the way, my explanation of how does a robin 
find the wom is scientific.  The worm moves 
through the ground by using little projections 
called setae to grip the ground with.  There is 
one setae per segment - usually just the anterior 
segments of the worm’s body.  They must make 
a sound as they penetrate the soil and grip to 
help the worm advance just under the surface of 
the ground.  Thus the robin hops along listening 
for the footsteps of the worm caused by the 
scraping of the setae. The robin stops and 
listens then grabs his delicious dinner.   
As for the sound of a one hand clap, we were all 
at a loss for that answer.

Preparedness is Key to Surviving 
Tornadoes with Horses

When faced with a tornado owners can execute an equine 
evacuation plan, which involves removing horses from at 
risk areas before a storm arrives and transporting them to 
a previously determined location.

In tornado-prone areas, some residents construct 
storm shelters in order to ride out dangerous 
ordeals safely. When it comes to protecting horses, 
however, designing a "tornado-proof" barn is a 
more complicated matter, one authority said. 
That's why preparedness is crucial for helping 
horses survive potentially life-threatening storms. 
Rebecca Gimenez, PhD, primary instructor and 
president of Technical Large Animal Emergency 
Rescue, said that building a similar shelter for 
livestock is virtually impossible. 
“There is no such thing,” she said. 
Still, Gimenez said there are techniques for 
constructing barns that can help render them 
more likely to stand up to severe weather, 
including tornadoes. Constructing such a barn 
involves using of heavy materials (such as 
concrete blocks and heavier-weight wood), 
installing hurricane clips and nails instead of 
gusset plates, and placing shorter beams between 
construction members, she said. Such construction 
is expensive, Gimenez said, and can sacrifice some 
barn features many horse owners desire. 
“This heavier construction contributes to poorer 
ventilation and light, higher humidity, and

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(potentially) a poorer quality of life for the horses,” 
Gimenez said. “In other words, you're damned if 
you do and damned if you don't.” 
Instead, Gimenez recommends owners either 
create an equine evacuation plan in case of 
dangerous weather or shelter the animals in place 
on their own properties. The former requires 
removing horses from at risk areas before a storm 
arrives and transporting them to a previously 
determined location, while the latter requires 
owners to prepare their properties so animals can 
weather storms as safely as possible. 
Gimenez said that with minor retrofitting, such as 
installing hurricane clips and reinforcing support 
beams and tie-ins, most equine facilities can 
survive minor to mid-range tornadoes. Owners 
who stable their horses during a storm should 
remove from the barn any items or implements 
that might become projectiles. 
If a barn collapse is likely, Gimenez advises that 
owners with sufficient space turn their horses out 
in advance of a storm. She also recommends 
owners remove any items or debris from pastures 
that could injure nearby animals. 
Meanwhile, Sally Vivrette, DVM, PhD, Dipl. ACVIM, 
a veterinarian from North Carolina's Triangle 
Equine who attended to horses after a tornado 
swept through Lee County, N.C., in 2011, advises 
that horses pastured during a tornado should 
wear fly masks to avoid eye injury. She also 
recommends owners paint their phone numbers 
on their horses’ bodies or braid a note containing 
their contact information into their horses’ manes. 
“That way people will know who to call (if the 
storm drives the animal from its pasture)," 
Vivrette said. 
Finally, Gimenez reminds horse owners that 
protecting human life should be a priority when 
strong storms are predicted. She recommends 
establishing a tornado room in the center of the 
barn to accommodate people who might be 
trapped there when the storm strikes. She also 
recommends that owners become familiar with 
basic first-aid techniques to apply in the storm's 
aftermath if necessary. 
“Remember: In a disaster like this, it's people first,”
